e Understanding of correct safety procedures associated with working in jewellery making.

e The ability to assess and evaluate design selection and analyse finished products.

Robotics is a fun and engaging way to teach fundamental technology, it encourages kids to think
creatively, analyse situations and apply critical thinking and problem solving skills to real world problem:s.
